The Details 
Maunesha River Ice Fisheree, Rabbit Hunt, Broomball Tourney, and Euchre 
Tournament sponsored by the Marshall Lions – Marshall, WI 

 

 

 

Event Date & Location: Saturday, January 23rd, 2010 – at the Legion Hall in Marshall, WI (across the street from 
Ace Hardware (104 E Main St Marshall, WI 53559) on the Maunesha River. 

The Annual Maunesha River Ice Fisheree, Rabbit Hunt, Broomball Tourney and Euchre Tournament will be held on 
Saturday, January 23rd. This event promises to be better than ever with more events, prizes, food and good times than 
ever before. Adults and children alike will have a great time. Here are the details by event: 

Ice Fishing Contest – Open to all waters in Dane, Jefferson & Columbia counties!!: 

• To Register: Register at the Marshall Legion Hall starting at 6:00 am on the 23rd.  
• Entry fee: $5 entry fee per person. Each entrant will get one free Outdoorsman’s raffle ticket.  
• Start and Stop: 6:00 am start and fish registration ends at 3:00 pm sharp 
• To Qualify: Fishing open to all waters in Dane, Jefferson, & Columbia counties. Catch a fish in any of classes 

(Bass, Bluegill, Crappie, Walleye, Perch and Northern Pike). Fish must be caught on the 23rd and registered 
whole. ALL DNR RULES APPLY. 

• Registering your catch: All fish must be registered by 3:00 pm at the American Legion Hall in Marshall. 
Anglers fishing on the Maunesha River are encouraged to practice catch and release and to register fish as 
they are caught with our rangers on the ice.  Only one fish per class, per participant can be registered. 

• How to win: Adult and Kid (under 14) classes Catch and register the largest fish by weight in each class by 
3:00 pm on Saturday the 23rd. Kids under 14 will be compete in their own division with separate prizes and 
trophies. Tie breaker will be time registered. 

• Prizes: Cash prizes for the three largest legal fish in each category - Bass, Bluegill, Crappie, Walleye, Perch 
and Northern Pike. Cash prizes are $15 for first, $10 for second and $5 for third in each class and age group. 
Separate cash prizes and trophies for children under 14.  

• The first 120 kids under 14 years old will receive a FREE fishing door prize and also get one FREE ticket for 
the drawing for a Wii system! Parents or guardians can purchase extra tickets for the Wii drawing the day of 
the event (one for $5 or six for $20).

Rabbit Hunt:  
• Registration & Entry Fees: “Early bird” registration by Jan. 9th is $25 per three-person 

team and $30 after Jan. 9th and by Friday, January 22nd at 5:00 pm to Kris Hellenbrand, 
dropped off at the Silver Fox Bar in Marshall or mailed to the Lions address below. There 
will be no registration the day of the event.  

• Entry fee: $25 if registered by Jan 9th, $30 after Jan 9th for a three-person team. Each team 
member gets one free Outdoorsman’s raffle ticket.  

• Start and Stop: Hunt starts at legal shooting hours on January 23rd, 2010 and final check in is at 1:30 pm at 
the Legion Hall in Marshall.  

• To Qualify: Bring in the rabbits your team bags (9 rabbit limit maximum – 3 rabbit daily bag limit per hunter), 
rabbits must be shot the day of the event and dressed with fur left on one leg. ALL DNR RULES APPLY.  

• How to win: All qualifying teams will be placed into a drawing to determine first through (usually) 5th place but 
the number of places is based on the number of entries and teams that qualify. 

• Last year’s results: 14 teams entered, four qualified with limits, prizes paid out through 5th place with the 
winning team receiving $180.  

• Prizes: Cash payouts to be determined based on size of registration and number of qualifying teams or those 
with the most rabbits (non-limit).

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Broomball Tournament:  
• To Register: Registration is limited to the first 8 teams and registration forms are due to 

Lion Matt Hendricks at the Village of Marshall office at 130 South Pardee St. by 4:00 pm 
Wednesday, January 20th so brackets can be created and teams notified of game times. 
Registration forms can be found at www.sightfirst.com.  

• Entry fee: $25 per 6 person team. Teams up to ten allowed for substitutions. Each team 
member gets one free Outdoorsman’s Raffle Ticket. 

• Start and Stop: Teams are to check in on the ice behind the American Legion in Marshall at 12:00 pm with 
the first game starting at 12:15 pm.  

• What to bring:  Brooms and protective gear. Some brooms and balls will be provided.  It is strongly 
recommended that you bring protective equipment such as shin guards, a helmet, heavy gloves and any other 
safety gear that you deem fit.  Metal cleats or shoes otherwise outfitted with metal traction devices cannot be 
worn.   

***NO PROTECTIVE equipment will be provided – please bring your own!*** 
• How to win:  The format will be based on 8 teams being split into two pools of 4.  Each team will play 3 pool 

games with the top seed from each pool playing in the Championship game.  
• Prizes: A cash prize of $50.00 will be awarded to the winning team, with trophies for the top three teams

Euchre Tournament: 

• Registration: On-site at the Legion Hall at 10:30 a.m. with play starting at 11:00 a.m. sharp – seating is 
limited so arrive early!!  

• Entry fee: $5 per person 
• Start and Stop: Play starts at 11:00 am sharp and concludes when 12 rounds are complete 
• The rules:  

o First Game: Sit wherever you want! 
o Each round consists of eight hands.  Each person deals twice. 
o Winners move up towards Table 1.  Losers from Table 1 to last table. 
o Cut for partners. (High‐High & Low‐Low) 
o Visiting high deals first. 
o Scorecards will punched by a Lion euchre organizer. 
o We will play 12 rounds.  Intermission after round six for food and beverages. 

• How to win: Highest score wins with cash payouts to other places depending on number of players entered.
